PRESIDENT’ S LETTER
A warm welcome to our new branch members Betsy Jackson, Linda Kakulski and Beatrice Kelly!

Thank you to Allison Marshall for organizing the November branch meeting featuring the young people who work with ADL’s in-school programming in the Hingham Schools.  The students are always dynamic and inspiring. Thank you for bringing them to us Allison.

Last month I traveled to Morocco with a group of women and a few courageous husbands. It was obvious to us that Morocco’s women are making progress in all aspects of life. We saw women engaged in all kinds of activity – riding motorcycles, working in shops and businesses, teaching school, and making news broadcasts. But I was still surprised the day I took a long walk through the very old city of Fez. I learned that in 859AD, a woman named Fatimah bint Mohamed al-Fihri donated her worldly goods to found an important mosque/university complex there. It is said to be the first university in the West, and it attracted leading scholars from all over the Middle East and Europe for hundreds of years. Averroes, Maimonides, Ibn Khaldun and Pope Sylvester II were among the scholars who taught or studied there. Fodor’s writes, “Sylvester II (a Frenchman from the Auvergne, originally named Gerbert), who was pope from 999 to 1003, was also a legendary mathematician who introduced Europe to Arabic mathematical concepts, most notably the zero.” The building, with its 14 impressive wooden arched gates, is still the centerpiece of the old city. Who would have thought that women and higher learning would come up as we wandered the old cobble-stoned streets of Fez?

Planning ahead, Priscilla Johnsen and Allison Marshall have chosen a book for the January 10th Branch Meeting – We’ll have supper and discuss A Year of Wonders by Geraldine Brooks, which is out in paperback.  Priscilla is obtaining some copies of it, so if you’d like, contact her to get a copy.

About 30 public libraries have been damaged or destroyed. The project was developed by AAUW Louisiana President, Anne Taylor, in consultation with Rebecca L. Hamilton, State Librarian of Louisiana. The best way to help libraries is with money to buy new books. They need up-to-date books with library bindings, and these have to be purchased. The money will be processed through the Louisiana Library Foundation, a 501(c) (3) charitable organization. The Foundation will give the money directly to libraries that need help.

Please identify your contribution as coming from our branch and indicate that your gift is for libraries damaged by Hurricanes Katrina and Rita.  Bring the check to our Holiday Social. This is strictly voluntary, so don’t feel an obligation especially if you have already made a donation to the hurricane victims.
