PUBLIC POLICY








Once again I was proud to pay my dues knowing that AAUW is out there representing me and women everywhere in the uphill fight for equity.  Recent highlights include:


AAUW’s Director of Public Policy and Government Relations Lisa Maatz appeared live on C-Span's Washington Journal on Sunday May 22 discussing the AAUW ‘s viewpoint on the “nuclear option..”  The counterpoint speaker was Jan LaRue from Concerned Women for America.


The AAUW website lets us get the facts on judicial nominations and AAUW’s positions on specific nominees, learn about the “nuclear option,” send an e-card to friends to take action, and much more.


AAUW was involved in planning a May 10th forum on Capitol Hill that brings together members of Congress and women’s groups to explore the impact of Social Security privatization on women.  AAUW and our coalition partners are planning a nationwide push for events on this issue across the country in the next five weeks. 


Now available from the Public Policy and Government Relations Department in collaboration with our Communications Department:  an interactive, online public policy resource, AAUW's Legislative Agenda for the 109th Congress.  The new page features links to our position papers, coalition partners and other resource pages -- making it an more comprehensive resource for information and advocacy.  AAUW's Legislative Agenda for the 109th Congress describes in detail AAUW's position on issues that will be considered this Congress and outlines AAUW's agenda for action.  It is drawn directly from AAUW's Public Policy Program, which was approved by AAUW members in June 2003 and is up for discussion again at this June's convention. You may recall that in January, Harvard University President Lawrence Summers suggested that innate genetic differences limit women’s ability to succeed in technical subjects like math and science. Further, he argued that the highest faculty positions at elite colleges and universities require more time, energy, and commitment than women —who are considered the primary caretakers of family—are able to give. Under pressure, a few days later, he issued an apology. As you can imagine, AAUW had a strong negative reaction to Mr. Summer’s statement (check out our web page for AAUW’s statement as well as information on how AAUW works to advance women in the sciences). Now Summers has committed $50 million of Harvard's money over the next decade to programs designed to increase opportunities for women at Harvard.
